courthouse of said county on Thursday, July 10, 2008.

Mr. Geilich called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

Additional Capital Improvement Program Funding

Ms. Susan Sciabbarrasi, Superintendent of Schools, made a request for additional Capital 

Improvement Program funding for window replacement and HVAC replacement.

The bids for the installation of the new windows and HVAC replacement have been 

returned in excess of the amount estimated, and previously budgeted, for these projects.  Ms. 

Sciabbarrasi asked the Board of Supervisors to consider a supplemental capital improvements 

appropriation of $51,500 to enable the schools to complete this work during the summer recess. 

Ms. Sciabbarrasi was also pleased to report that preliminary final numbers seem to show that the 

schools will be operating in the “black” for closing FY08.

Mr. Beauchamp made a motion to approve an additional $51,500 from the Capital 

Improvement Project balance to be appropriated to these two projects.

The subject and purpose falls within the following exemption(s) under §2.2-3711.A of the Code 

of Virginia, Real Property, § 2.2-3711.A.3 of the Code of Virginia, (acquisition of real property 

for public purpose where public discussion would jeopardize the County’s bargaining or 

negotiating position) and Consultation with legal counsel or reports from staff regarding to actual 

litigation, § 2.2-3711.A.7 of the Code of Virginia, (consultation with county staff about actual 

litigation where public discussion would adversely affect the negotiating or litigating posture of 

the County).
